Trustee Update 
 
     Parking Lot Sealed:   For several years, the trustees have been  
seeking funding to reseal and restripe the parking lot.  The asphalt was 
cracking badly in many areas, with roots that were beginning to protrude.  
The work was finally able to be completed in July at a cost of $12,000 with 
hopes of preserving the lot and postponing the need for much more major 
and expensive asphalt repaving. 
     Sale of the Parsonage:  On May 23, following months of meetings and 
of obtaining repair quotes and appraisals, a Special Charge Conference made a decision to sell the par-
sonage at 16 Crooked Pond Dr.  The home, which had had no major updates since construction in 1985, is 
in need of much work in many areas including bathrooms and the kitchen.  While selling verses upgrading 
was being considered by church committees, necessary exterior wood rot repairs and painting, as well as 
the replacement of non-functioning and rotted sliding doors were addressed for the safety of the parsonage 
family and for the sake of the neighborhood. 
     At the Trustee meeting on July 25, an offer was received from Neil & Imogene Yongue for the purchase 
of the home and the Trustees voted to accept the bid. 
     “Our decision to sell the parsonage was not based on the Yongue‟s potential purchase,” explained Dean 
Beckelhimer, Chairman of the Trustees.  “We looked at the $75,000 or more we would need to spend to  
update the home as well the many on-going costs to maintain the aging property, and it was a unanimous 
decision by the trustees to offer the house for sale as is, which was agreed upon as well by the Church 
Council and Charge Conference.   The trustees are now delighted that the Yongues made a very good  
offer to the church, that they want to live and serve here, and are willing to absorb the costs of the repairs 
themselves. ” 
     Many churches across the country are selling their parsonages and instead are offering a housing  
allowance, which was the plan adopted by St. Andrew‟s Church Council in April at the recommendation of 
the Staff Pastor Parish Committee.  By having a housing allowance, clergy families have the freedom to 
select a living arrangement that is best for their personal situation and finances.  A family of just a husband 
and wife may choose a much smaller home with smaller utility bills and upkeep, but a larger family could 
choose to use the housing allowance near a particular school or for a larger home.   In many instances 
when only a parsonage has been an option, pastors enter retirement without owning a home, or equally 
troublesome, the pastor dies and the surviving spouse has nowhere to live.   
     The Discipline outlines how the proceeds of the sale of the parsonage may be used and the Finance 

Committee is reviewing the options, including the payoff of the mortgage debt on the Celebration Center.   

Closing is expected by October.

Surf High School Youth at Salkehatchie  
 
     By the time we set out to go to Salkehatchie, we were a group of 12.  
Five high school students and seven adult volunteers drove to Dillon, SC 
for Salkehatchie Harvest Camp.  Through two traffic jams and a thunder-
storm, a 3-hour trip became five, but we were welcomed by the 70 people 
who had already arrived and were ready for us.  We immediately felt part 
of the group as our equipment was unloaded for us and brought into the 
Dillon High School gym.  We quickly looked at the seven homes that we 
would be working on for the week. 
     Each home was unique and had a different family with different  
circumstances.  One woman was literally being buried in her own stuff and 

had grown quite elderly. She had lost her husband and oldest son years previous.  Basically, she felt alone 
and helpless even while helping others at her church.  Her home needed water, bathrooms, new floors and  
electricity.   Other homes needed roof repairs and decks, new bathrooms and plumbing.  Lots of linoleum 
would be placed on new plywood to replace floors that were falling through.  Many of the families were  
happy we arrived, others were in tears, while some were still trying to 
make out why a group of kids would pay to come and help people they 
didn‟t know. 
     Later, after worshipping together at the high school, our teams were 
made and our students were assigned to homes.  We had people from 
our church on all but one home.  From then on, it was about safety skits 
(so funny but true!) about ladders and saws.  The teams worked on  
getting the right tools, early mornings became the norm because of the 
heat, and ice became everyone‟s best friend.  Each person worked hard 
and did their part to put in nails, tear up rotting wood and even feed and 
save pets, which needed caring for.  We prayed and we worshipped and 

we worked hard. 
     Each day, different Methodist churches from the Dillon area prepared 
meals for our teams.  We ate very well thanks to congregations who cared 
for us.  We met new folks every day and grew closer as stories of the 
worksites began to sprout.  At lunches, it was hard to find someone not 
covered in sweat and dirt.   
     We also took time during the week to tie knots on the prayer quilts from 
the women of our church and as we finished our projects and toured the 
homes, we found a common site where we handed the quilts to the people 
who we had helped.  When they found out that they had been prayed for 

the entire week and weeks before – faces of joy with tears and thankfulness 
emerged. 
     One woman noted that they had felt a cloud of darkness over their family 
since losing a daughter, and these kids who gave up part of their summer to 
help someone else was a turning of the tide for them.  They felt God‟s love 
in these people.  For some, fears were overcome, when one large man who 
lived in one of the homes got on the roof for the first time and learned how to 
put on shingles.  His fear of heights was overcome, and one of our youth 
connected with him on overcoming his own fears during the retreat.   
     Overall, this has been an amazing trip for everyone.  We have prayed 
more than ever, loved more than ever, and worked harder than we had in a long time for nothing more than 
to show God‟s grace and love to people in this world.   
     We thank everyone who helped our youth embark on this trip with emotional, spiritual and financial  
support.  The high school youth have decided that they will return to Dillon next year and we hope to double 
the amount of youth who go.  God has blessed us and filled us with his good spirit and we are thankful also 
to the families who allowed us to serve.

Backpack Buddies 
 

- - After a very successful first year, we are expanding for Year 2   ! ! ! - - 
     In our first year with “Backpack Buddies” (BPB), St Andrew, working jointly 
with First Presbyterian Church and Congregation Beth Yam, provided weekend 
meals to 50 needy children at elementary schools on HHI.  The BPB program is 
a wonderful example of an ecumenical mission project that demonstrates how 
well congregations can work together to respond to hunger in our community.  
     Food for the program comes from the Low Country Food Bank. Children are 
selected for the program by teachers and school-based social workers; parental 
approval is required, and the names of BPB students remain anonymous.  On 
Fridays, each student in the program is provided food for the weekend in his 
own “backpack” – hence the name “Backpack Buddies”. The food consists of 
cereal, milk, protein, and fruit items.   
     The program has been extremely well received. The only downside is that there are so many more needy children 
than we were able to support.  More than 300 elementary age children are eligible for free or reduced-priced lunches.   
So as you can see, the need is indeed great. 
     We have been awarded some significant grant funding to help us expand in the coming year.  Also, St Francis By-
the-Sea Catholic Church has agreed to be a second storage and distribution site for the BPB program on Hilton 
Head.  The great news is that we plan to provide weekend meals to a total of 120 students for the 2011-2012 school 
year!  
What does this mean for St Andrew? 
     From a program cost viewpoint, St Andrew has committed to support 30 students this year, up from 20 last year.  
Our projected cost per student is $151 for this coming year. (Yes, food prices went up!)  We sincerely thank everyone 
who contributed to funding BPB in the past, and once again, we are asking you to consider making a financial gift to 
help support our 30 students for the 2011-2012 school year. (Checks can be made to SABTS, noting “BPB” on the 
memo line.)  
     From a “volunteer needs” basis, we will have two distribution sites to help support in packing almost 4,700 bags of 
food for the year!  (that‟s 120 students for 39 weeks.)  As part of our expanded mission, we will be storing and  
packing food at two sites – St Andrew and St Francis.  So there will be twice the volunteer opportunities this year.  
Volunteers from the four churches can select whichever site they prefer.  
     We will be scheduling a meeting in August for anyone from St Andrew who is interested in BPB volunteer duty. 
     We are looking forward to an exciting 2nd year with BPB.   As Neil shared in a recent sermon on the Great Com-
mission (Matt 28:16-20), Jesus commands us to “GO” – whether it is next door or to another country -  and to make 
disciples.  We are not all evangelists, but we each have gifts that we can use to help bring others to Christ.  Feeding 
hungry children in our own community is a wonderful “next door” mission project that each of us can help with.

     This is another in a series of brief articles by your Endowment Committee to inform or remind you about 
some of the ways you can plan a gift to the permanent Endowment Fund of St. Andrew by-the-Sea United 
Methodist Church. This month we raise the idea of a simple bequest in a will. Your last will and testament is 
a unique opportunity to make a lasting donation to the church as a statement of your faith and your belief in 
the ongoing work of the church. You may make a bequest by providing a dollar amount, a percentage of 
your estate, a specific property (with advanced acceptance by the Endowment Committee) or a percentage 
or what remains after your wishes are fulfilled concerning your heirs. Such a designation may reduce or 
eliminate your estate taxes. In many cases a simple codicil to your existing will can add St. Andrew UMC 
and does not require re-writing your will. Consult with your tax advisor for the specifics in your situation.  
     All gifts to the Endowment Fund are kept in perpetuity and only the earnings are used to support church 
and community programs.
